Day 1 SINGAPORE — INCHEON

The village is well known for its large tile-roofed houses and the
surrounding thatched-roof houses throughout the village. Try hands on
making the Korean Bibimbap yourself for your lunch. In the afternoon,
proceed to visit the Daegwallyeong Wind Village to experience sheep
feeding and ice-cream making.
